What’s Happening on the Lake?

· The wettest October on record brought the metro area 7 inches of rain.  The lake also rose a full SEVEN inches.  This rainfall gave us a direct one to one proportional raise in the lake.  The lake level was 969.9 on Saturday, October 20, only .4 feet below full pool.  
· The Rain Gardens overflowed with the recent rainfall, causing the newly planted grass seed to erode. The City of Carter Lake is pumping the water out of the garden basins.  We are looking at ways to help the gardens drain faster so we can replant next spring. 

· The Kiwanis Park Renovations are complete and the park was dedicated on Friday, October 19, 2007.   
· Residents are putting their boats into storage and fall colors are showing along the shorelines.
