Lake Level Information

--------------------------------------

The current lake level is 967.4 feet MSL.  This is 2.9 feet below desired level of 970.3.  The 2.13 inches of rain we received since Christmas has helped maintain the lake at this level.  The lake has dropped 1.1 feet since September 30.  4.41 inches of rain was measured at Eppley Airfield during that same period.  We are hoping the lake will ice over soon to slow down the winter evaporation.
