Toxic Blue-Green Algae lifted on June 16
--------------------------------------------------------------

The latest samples of Carter Lake indicate the toxic algae levels are below the state’s alert threshold for two consecutive weeks.  Carter Lake registered at 18.59 ppb (parts per billion), which is below the threshold of 20 parts per billion of total Microcystins, which are toxins released by certain strains of blue-green algae.
