Blue Green Algae and NO PHOSPHATE Fertilizers
-----------------------------------------------------------------------
For the fifth week in a row, Carter Lake is under a Health Alert. We share this ranking with one other Nebraska Lake = Fremont Lake in Dodge County. The June 4, 2007 readings for Carter Lake showed the level of microcystin (Blue Green Algae) parts per billion at 33.1.  The E coli Bacteria count was 10 per 100 ml.  You can link to the Nebraska Department of Environmental Quality from our web site home page at www.carterlakepreservation.org.
What do these measurements mean? 
Blue Green Algae:  The level to trigger a Health Alert declaration is 20 parts per billion of the toxin Microcystin. The Health Alert will stay in effect until the level stays below 20 parts per billion for two consecutive weeks.
E coli Bacteria:  Counts 235 counts (or higher) per 100 ml is considered a higher risk for illness through ingestion.  Carter Lake is below this level.
ALL RESIDENTS in Carter Lake need to stop using phosphate in their lawn and garden fertilizers.  The Carter Lake Hardware in Carter Lake has located a source of NO PHOSPHATE fertilizer at a reasonable cost.  So, stop in and talk to them about getting some ordered for your next lawn and garden fertilizer application!
