The Technical Advisory Team is meeting November 9 to go over the list of resource concerns, review the list of nominees for the watershed council and then set the first meeting for the watershed council.
Canadian Geese and their impact on the Lake

-----------------------------------------------------------

Did you know that the migrating geese can cause significant water pollution problems?  Goose waste is polluting the lake with excess nutrients, pathogens and ammonia.  Those unsightly goose droppings are now showing up on boat docks, sidewalks, patios and lawns.

The few local geese are not significant contributors to lake pollution; it is the large flocks of Canadian Geese who hang around the lake for extended period.  The watershed technical people are advising us NOT to FEED the Canadian geese and not to keep the water open artificially.

At our December meeting, we will have a guest speaker from the USDA to talk to us about the water fowl around the lake and what we can do to protect our lake from excess pollutants.

* The Carter Lake Club Park is really looking great!   The surface dirt is now in place and the fine grading is being done.  WOW!  Take a walk along the lake to see how beautiful it is going to be.  Thanks to the Carter Lake Maintenance Department, it is just amazing how they did it!  

* The “lake level monitor” in the Coronado Keys canal indicates the lake was at 968.2 on November 5, 2006.  It is a little over two feet below the desired lake elevation of 970.3 feet.
